VII. Discuss the following topics: (20%)
62.Gestures can be classified into five categories: emblems, illustrators, regulators, affect displays, and adapters.(3) Emblems can fully take the place of spoken words such as the “salute” gesture and “OK” gesture.(2) Illustraors are used to help illustrate something such as “pointing”. Regulators refer to body movements that help us  interact with other people. Affect displays involve facial expressions as well as postures.(2)Finally, adapters are highly unintentional,referring to responses towards boredom, stress or negative feelings towards something or ourselves.(3)

63.Terms of humility are used to show the speaker's modesty.(2) Chinese, especially the elderly and well-educated people,tend to express their modesty which is considered a high virtue in our society. So terms of humility are heard frequently in Chinese.(3) In contrast, there are few terms of humility in English.(2) The editorial “we” is often used to avoid sounding egotistical. So it is very important for Chinese learners of English to “forget” or ignore terms of humility when using English for communication.(3) 
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
